The most important rule is to have a great time.





And in addition to the rules, this program contains prize money info, format, tee times, logistics, and of course, the now infamous Player Bios.





The logistics section includes directions, multiple maps, and for those of you enjoy taking the back-roads, phone numbers for when you get lost.





Our final count for 2000 has gone up to 40 players.  This is 4 more than last year, so the prizes will also be better.





If you cannot play, let us know immediately, so we can fill your spot.  Uneven scramble teams are no fun for anybody.  Also, we have already committed to bring 40 people, and deposits have been paid.  If we can’t replace you, you may not get a refund.





Make sure you reserve your room at the Super 8 Motel.  Call them at (616) 345-0146 as soon as possible and tell them you are with the Otis Golf Outing.





Tee times begin at 8:00 AM on Friday, Saturday and Sunday.  Please make sure you get to the course ahead of time.  We are unsure of the exact times on Friday, so please show up by 8:00 AM even if you are not teeing off first.  There is a snack shop and driving range at Thornapple for you to use to wake up and warm up.





Soft spikes are required, so bring a replacement set of spikes if you still use the metal ones.





We will play the Blue and White tees at both courses.  At Thornapple, we will play the blues on the front and the whites on the back nine.  At Heritage, we will play the white tees on the front, and the blues on the back.





We will have a group dinner on Saturday at Chianti’s on Stadium Drive, a few blocks east of the Red Roof Inn.  We hope everyone will participate.  The price will be $25 per person, which includes appetizers, salad, bread, and non-alcoholic beverages. Alcohol is extra, and will be added to everyone’s separate checks.  Since we have a large group, there will be a menu of 3 choices, included near the end of this program.





We will also be meeting in the bar at Chianti’s on Thursday (after 9:00 p.m.) if you are interested in meeting up with many of the participants before the tournament.

Birdie pool is optional.  If you get in, you will pay $1 for every birdie made by others, and receive $1 from everyone else if you make a birdie.  If someone scores an eagle, it will be counted as 2 birdies.  A double eagle will count as 3 birdies.  (Ya never know....)

Official Otis Format





Friday AM - Stroke play with your foursome at Thornapple.  Prizes are awarded for the 4 closest to the pin markers, long drive in the fairway on #18 (a fairly narrow par 4), longest putt made on #7, and to the top 5 finishers.





Friday PM - 4 man scramble play at Thornapple.  Teams are determined by a high/low pairing based on your pre-tournament approved score.  For example, one team would consist of players ranked 1-40-20-30, the next team would be 2-39-19-29, etc.  Prizes are awarded for the 4 closest to the pin markers, long drive in the fairway on #9 (a fairly narrow par 5), longest putt made on #18, and to the top four teams.





Saturday AM - Stroke play with your foursome at Heritage.  Prizes are awarded for the 4 closest to the pin markers, long drive in the fairway on #8 (a very narrow par 5), longest putt made on #14, and to the top 5 finishers.





Saturday PM - Handicapped 4-man scramble play at Heritage.  Teams are determined by a blind draw with two players from the “A” pool (players 1-20) and two from the “B” pool (players 21-40).  Handicaps are computed based your pre approved average score.  The scale is as follows:  an Average score less than 80 is a 0, 80-85 is a 1, 86-90 is a 2, 91-95 is a 3, 96-100 is a 4, 101-107 is a 5, 107-114 is a 6, and greater than 114 is a 7.  If your team has players who average 82, 84, 96, and 112, you would receive a handicap of 12.  Prizes are awarded for the 4 closest to the pin markers, long drive in the fairway on #1 (a fairly narrow par 4), longest putt made on #18, and to the top four teams.





Sunday AM – 4-man scramble play at Thornapple.  For this round, we will re-rank all of the players based on your average from the first two morning rounds.  Teams are determined by a high/low pairing based on your average scores.  For example, one team would consist of players re-ranked 1-40-20-30, the next team would be 2-39-19-29, etc.  Prizes are awarded for the 4 closest to the pin markers, longest putt made on #18, and to the top four teams.

Betting / prize money is $80 for the entire weekend. (for closest to the pin, low net, 


long drive, long putt, and scramble winners)


Birdie pool is optional.  If you get in, you will pay $1 for every birdie made by others,


and receive $1 from everyone else if you make a birdie.





Tee Times:				Begin around 8:00am and 2:30pm.  Exact times to be announced.

Official Otis Rules





Unless otherwise stated by the rules committee (Jason, Bump, and Mike), USGA rules apply.  Here are some clarifications and local rules that should help eliminate confusion.





SHOW UP!	We go through a lot of planning to set up the Otis each year, so if you cannot make it, 


				please do everything possible to tell us and we will try to find a replacement.  Uneven 


scramble teams are not fun for anybody.  If you play, you will be among the first to get


invited back every year!  Once we reach 40 golfers, the only new players will have to be


replacements of the original players.





NO Complaining about the conditions or rules!





NO Gimmies 





Rain:			You are expected to play through all weather.  We follow a modified Otis rule.(The original Otis


rule is, if the bar is open, you must drink!), thus the modified rule is,  if the course is open you must play.  With this in mind, be prepared with an umbrella, rain suit, multiple towels, and spare gloves.  As Bill Murray would say, “I don’t think the heavy stuff will come down for a while now.”  Remember, we are coming a long way to play, so be prepared!  Plus, everyone will face the same conditions.





Shoes:			Courses require SPIKELESS SHOES.  It would be easier on everyone if you just show up with a 


pair of soft spike shoes.





Shirts:			Heritage requires a shirt with a collar.





Tee Time 		Arrive at least 20 minutes before your morning tee time





Moving the ball:





				Rough - Moving the ball is absolutely not allowed


				Fairway - You are allowed to move the ball no more than six inches

Out of bounds Markers:


	Thornapple -	All holes - you are allowed to drop the ball where it went OB 


	with a ONE stroke penalty


	Heritage -		All holes - you are allowed to drop the ball where it went OB with 	a ONE stroke penalty.


		If the ball is OB but playable, you still must drop it back in play and take the one 


					stroke penalty!





Lost Balls: 


You may drop a ball in the area where you think the ball disappeared (you must get agreement from 


your partners on the spot), and then take a ONE stroke penalty.





Water Hazards:


		Standard - Drop where the ball crossed the margin of the hazard, one stroke penalty (i.e., on a par 3 


if you hit your tee shot in the water, after your drop, you will be hitting your 3rd shot.)





	Exceptions -	#4 at Thornapple:  Off the tee, drop on the other side of the marsh by the cart path


					#5 at Thornapple:  Off the tee, drop on the other side of the lake directly in front of the tee


					#17 at Thornapple:  Off the tee, drop in the official drop area (if marked), otherwise, 


drop just short and to the right of the green.





Tee Markers - 	Blue tees on the front and white on the back nine at Thornapple.  White on the front and 


blue on the back at Heritage.





Scorecards - 		Must be signed by each member of the group and turned into Barney Fife (the anal retentive 


one will be named before each round).





Scrambles:


Drives:	  			Minimum of 2 drives must be used from each player


Position - You must hit your shot within 1 club length of where the ball was marked.  You can not change the playing surface (i.e., if you are in the rough or sand  you must play the ball from the rough or sand).


Putting: 			Once the ball is in the hole, that is your score (i.e., DON”T tap the ball in if someone else 


still has a chance to make the putt!!)


Finish:	  			Weather permitting, wait at least 30 feet behind the green for the following groups.
